	Decoding
	· Recognises familiar words and signs such as own name.
· Knows that print has meaning and, in English, is read from left to right, top to bottom.

· Use their understanding of unusual correspondences to choose the most accurate pronunciation of a word.

	Understanding and retrieval

	· Discuss the sequence of events in books and how information is related.
· Check that the text makes sense to them and correct inaccurate reading at white level or higher.
· Draw on what they already know or on background information and vocabulary provided by the teacher.
· Answer questions based on clear evidence from the text.
	· Ask questions to improve their understanding of a text.
